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Preschool 3 year old Tuition Application Process

e Return the attached application indicating your choice of school and class with the
$55.00 non-refundable application fee (payable to Academy School District 20).

e Applications for the 26-27 school year will be made available on the district website,
beginning on January 12, 2026. Applications received within Jan. 12t — Jan. 30, 2026, will
be placed through a lottery system until capacity is reached. Selected applicants will be
notified by March 17,2026. Remaining applications will be added to the Interest list. We will
continue to accept applications after Jan. 30t™; however, these will also be added to the

Interest list.

e Do not complete the district online registration process until you have been notified by
letter of your child's preschool placement.

Requirements
e All preschool students must be independent with toileting skills by the first day of
school.(Pullups are not allowed)

e Children must be 3 years of age by October 1, 2026, and be 3 years of age before
starting preschool.

Tuition

e Tuition is $260.00 per month. Tuition is for four half days per week, Monday through
Thursday. Each session is 2 hours and 45 minutes a day, 11 hours total per week.

e Payments are due on the 1t day of each month. (No invoices are sent out.)

e Billing begins in September and runs through May. Additional school fees will be
determined by each location and are the responsibility of each family.

e Fees are contingent upon Board of Education approval as part of the district wide fee
schedule and could change.
